If you think you have performed well to clear the first round of 
NIFT/NID written test; it is the time to start preparing for the 2nd round 
i.e. NIFT Situation Test and NID Studio Test. It is important to initially 
understand and analyze the nature of the exam. NID Studio Test is an 
elaborate 2 day affair in Ahmadabad campus, where the student is 
thoroughly tested on the following – conceptualization skills, 
visualization skills, material handling ability, and personal 
assessment through interview and portfolio review.  
 

In NIFT Situation Test, the student is provided with various 
materials with different properties and is expected to prepare a 3D 
model of an object described in a design brief. The candidate is assessed 
on – quality of material manipulation, innovative ideas, working 
methodology, aesthetics appeal and neatness and conceptualization 
skills. To perform well in these 3D tests, students cannot rely on study 
material guidance but need to have hand on experience on material 
management.
