�What are the major disciplines on offer at the University’s School of design?





The School of Design is 125 years old and  offers four major disciplines – Textile, Fashion,





Contemporary Art Practice and Graphic and Communication Design. Other programmes on offer are MA/ MSc, design, Msc. In Advanced Textiles and Performance Clothing as well as research degrees. 





What is the selection process?��For undergraduate programmes, students are required to have a minimum of six subjects at the 10+2 level, including English language. Maths or a science subject and art or textiles. Applications from students of 21 and over are welcomed, as the experience of mature students may provide an acceptable alternative to academic qualifications. For PG level programmes, a certain amount of experience is necessary. An Honours degree, of course, is a must. �How many Indian Students are currently at the School of Design ? What is the scope that India offers?


Unfortunately, only two at the PG level and one in M.Phil.. The low strength is mainly because of the lack of awareness among Indian students that the University of Leeds is also known for its programmes in design. In fact, the university is widely known for its research 





programmes and the opportunities it and the opportunities it offers for research-based activities.
